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COVID-19 PROTOCOL
Town Hall Arts Center will be following state and local guidelines around the COVID-19 virus outbreak, as well as adhering to OSHA requirements.  
We are keeping classes to groups of 10 students or less for the summer session.
In addition, THAC will be instituting the following guidelines to help keep staff, students, and patrons safe. These are only measures to help prevent the spread. We cannot make any guarantees against this invisible foe.  
At its core, theatre is a connective art. We will be in a closed environment with other individuals in order to create our productions.  Actors will be in proximity to one another as it’s the nature of what we do to create and build stories on stage. Things like staging, dressing rooms, microphones, costumes and more all play into what we do.  
THAC will take all the precautions we can to safely create theatre.
Please take all this into account when making your decision whether or not to participate. 
In Our Workspace with THAC Employees
· THAC staff will ensure 6-foot distancing whenever possible during classes.
· THAC staff will regularly clean and sanitize high-touch surface areas including bathrooms (e.g., door handles, light switches, common tools, handrails, books, tables, computers).
· THAC staff will adhere to regular hand washing protocols as well as cleaning and sanitizing of each member’s individual space.
· THAC will be cleaned several times per week with the approved disinfectant in a vapor spray format as well as professionally cleaned to meet local specifications.
· THAC will ensure educators and other school staff wear face coverings or masks whenever possible, this includes any in-person instruction.
· THAC employees and staff will remain home if experiencing any illness, symptoms, or have been exposed to any person or family member showing signs of illness.
· THAC employees have completed training on specific protocols around COVID-19.
· THAC employees and staff will all practice regular temperature checks before coming to the theatre.
Student and Parent Requirements
· THAC will require cloth face coverings or masks for students age 5 and older during class (dress rehearsals and performances may be the exception).
· THAC requires parents to take a daily temperature check before bringing anyone to the theater.  Anyone registering a 99.9 degree or higher fever should be kept home.
· 
Please remain home if any child or family member is experiencing symptoms or illness.
· Please keep children with underlying health conditions home and avoid coming to the theatre.
· THAC will implement a curbside pick-up and drop-off for the 12 and over kids (outside our front entrance or the corner of W. Main and Nevada works well). For the under 12 group, we can have 1 parent drop off in the lobby and meet there for pick up as well.  
· We will allow one student at a time to enter through the front doors to stop and sanitize before moving to the gallery. This is so we can keep distancing in place during arrival. There will be specific doors for students and parents to use.
· THAC requires students and parents to use hand sanitizer as they enter the building during class and as they exit the building after class. 
· THAC will schedule a 30 minute break in between classes to clear each group and clean.
· Students/parents will avoid congregating in groups of more than 10 (lobby, bathrooms). Whenever possible we will keep distance rules in effect during downtime, before and after class.
· THAC requires there to be no sharing of food or drink of any kind.  Students should bring their own water bottle.
